Unity of Heaven and Human and The Self
Disclosure of Being
Leung In-Sing (Editor-in-chief, Cultural China)

Abstract: Chinese philosophy of “Unity of Heav-
en and Human” pertains to comprehending the universe
and life holistically. Ancient Chinese sages observed all
things in the universe to discover the whole world as re-
plete with endless goodness and order, even manifesting
as benevolence and righteous conscience in the human
heart. Through reflection, they believed that the root of
the universe is a unified ontological being, manifesting
as power and self-nature in heaven and earth. Meditation
and cultivation enable people to realize the oneness in
universe and life, and to experience the unity of heaven
and man. Biblically, God reveals Himself to the world
in two ways: one is “self-disclosure of being”, the other
is “God’s revelation in history.” From scriptures, God
displays eternal power and divinity in His glory and in
His Spirit. Understandably, God’s glory radiates divine
energy which may expand into “theology of righteous-
ness of heaven and earth.” Chinese theology regards “The
Self-disclosure of Being” as God’s creation, governance,
and preservation, ceaselessly regenerating all things. In
this process, God’s pervasive eternal energy and divin-
ity activates all things, becoming the ontological being
for all. Through philosophical reflection and empirical
observation, the value of eternal goodness of the on-
tological being is realizable as in the unity with man’s
mind-nature. The root for unity of heaven and man lies
in God’s attributes permeating heaven and earth. The
philosophy of unity of heaven and man is congruent to
the Chinese theological exposition on self-disclosure of
the ontological being. Based upon “self-disclosure of
being” line of thinking, Chinese theologians can estab-
lish a theology of the unity of heaven and human that
integrates with Chinese culture and philosophy, so as
to promote the revival of Chinese cultural values in the
contemporary era.
